The HST cheque that low-income taxpayers receive every 3 months is based on household income. The monthly
child tax benefit (CTB) is also based on household income, age, and number of children. A tax refund can include credits
such as a spousal amount and child amounts. Traditional married couples make it easy to determine. But alternate family
arrangements can cause confusion. CRA has tried to come up with definitions to keep everything fair. Who can
understand all those complicated rules? A taxpayer must claim they are in a common-law relationship after 12 months of
living together. But, if a child is living with either partner, then they are common-law from the day they move in together. If
either partner receives HST or CTB they should let the government know of changes, filling out a Marital Status Change

form.

There are different rules if a single parent uses a child as an eligible dependent to lower their taxes. Again, more
definitions, more stipulations, before a taxpayer can qualify for this credit. It is nice that Revenue Canada gives single
parents and those with low-income a break with their taxes, but quite devastating when the money is owed back. It may

take a few years, but CRA continually reviews whether people qualify for various benefits.

Preeconceptions about marital status and the tax

household income it is best to give the required information about your spouse and their income.
