It is hard to believe that we are looking at fall because it seems that the summer was very short. I do not know where 
the time has gone. I had so many plans, some of them got accomplished and others got put on the back burner to 
get looked at later. That action often comes in the form of ñprocrastination.ò ñOh well, I can do that tomorrow.ò There 
are things we shouldnôt put off until tomorrow! 
I believe all of us were shocked and upset when the information that a child was missing came into our homes. 

How could this happen? We are small communities and this could not be true.  
The news was true. The communities were in shock and people began wondering what they could do to help. 

The search began. Emergency Social Services was called to assist with registering volunteers who were coming to 
search. There was a sense of sorrow, disbelief and the same thought for every parent, ñWhat if this was my child or 
grandchild?ò  
To protect ourselves and our families doors were locked, windows were locked even though it was very warm 

outside. Paranoia took over our communities. Fear abounded in every home. Some people who came into the 
reception area to register for the search stated that if they were out hunting and found the person who was thought 
to have taken this child, they would not leave that individual alive.  
     We understand those thoughts and fears but taking the law into our own hands is illegal. The ramifications of 
taking that action would not be what anyone would want. In fact, it would add a crime on to a crime!  
However, fear can make us think, say and do things that we would not do if we took the time to think the situation 

through. Fear is not of God and those who lived in constant fear for seven days need to turn to the One who can and 
will walk through the valley with them. That One is Jesus Christ and although He came to earth as a man and was 
ñtempted in all points the same as we are, yet without sin, hungered, thirsted, was tired, became angry, and gave 
every evidence of his humanity, but he was never fearful. Fear, therefore must come from lack of faith and sin. Just 
as we never become sinless, so we never entirely lose fear, but it surely is His will for His children to live with peace 
in their hearts, trusting in Him and His promises.ò (quote from Dr. L. Nelson Bell.)  
Reach out to Jesus.  He is reaching out to you. Although bad things can still happen to each of us we can rest 

assured that he who says, ñ Do not be afraid, little flockò (Luke 12:32) the Father will be with you...but you must 
become part of His flock.  
Do not procrastinate, become part of His flock today!
